Important Safety Instructions

To ensure the safe operation of this scanner, be sure to read the
safety warnings and precautions described below.

Installation Location

The performance of this scanner is affected by the environment in

which it is installed. Make sure that the location where the scanner is

installed meets the following environmental requirements.

@ Provide adequate space around the scanner for operation,
maintenance, and ventilation.

@ Provide adequate space in front of the scanner for documents
output after being scanned.

@ Avoid installing the machine in direct sunlight. If this is unavoidable,
use curtains to shade the scanner.

@ Avoid locations where a considerable amount of dust accumulates
as dust may adversely affect the inside of the scanner.

@ Avoid warm or humid locations, such as in the vicinity of a water
faucet, water heater, or humidifier. Avoid locations where ammonia
gas is emitted. Avoid locations near volatile or flammable materials,
such as alcohol or paint thinner.

@ Avoid locations that are subject to vibration.

@ Avoid exposing the scanner to rapid changes in temperature. If the
room in which the scanner is installed is cold but rapidly heated,
water droplets (condensation) may form inside the scanner. This
may result in a noticeable degradation in scanning quality. The
following conditions are recommended for optimal scanning quality:
Room temperature: 10 °C to 35 °C (50 °F to 95 °F)

Humidity: 20% to 80% RH

@ Avoid installing the scanner near equipment that generates a
magnetic field (e.g. speakers, televisions, or radios.)

® Do not block the ventilation holes.Doing so could cause the
scanner to overheat, creating a fire hazard.

AC Adapter

@ Connect only to a power outlet of the rated voltage and power
supply frequency (120 V, 60 Hz or 220-240 V, 50/60 Hz depending
on your region).

@ Do not connect other electrical equipment to the same power outlet
to which the scanner is connected. Also, when using an extension
cord, make sure that the extension cord is rated for the current
requirements of the scanner.

® Never try to take the AC adapter apart or modify it in any way, as
this is dangerous.

@ The power cord may become damaged if it is often stepped on or if
heavy objects are placed on it.

@ Do not use the power cord while it is coiled.

® Do not pull directly on the power cord. When disconnecting the
power cord, grasp the plug and remove it from the outlet.

Moving the Scanner

® When moving the scanner, always hold it with both hands to avoid
dropping it.

® Make sure to disconnect the interface cable and AC adapter before
moving the scanner. If the scanner is transported with these items
connected, the plugs and connectors may be damaged.

Handling

& WARNING

Note the following precautions whenever using the scanner. Failure to

do so may result in a fire or electric shock.

B Never use alcohol, benzene, paint thinner, aerosol sprays, or any
other highly flammable substance near the scanner.

H Do not cut, damage, or modify the power cord. Do not place heavy
objects on the power cord, and do not pull or excessively bend the
power cord.

H Never connect the power cord when your hands are wet.

H Do not connect the scanner to a multi plug power strip.

W Do not knot or coil the power cord as this may result in a fire or
electric shock. When connecting the power cord, make sure that the
power plug is securely and completely inserted into the power
outlet.

B The supplied power cord set is intended for use with this scanner
only. Do not use it with other electronic equipment. In addition, do
not use power cord sets other than the one supplied with the
scanner. Doing so may result in fire or electric shock.

W Do not take the scanner apart or modify it.

H Never try to take the AC adapter apart or modify it in any way, as
this is dangerous.

W Do not use flammable spray near the scanner.

B When cleaning the scanner, turn OFF the power and disconnect the
power cord from the power supply.

M Clean the scanner using a slightly dampened cloth which has been
well wrung out. Never use alcohol, benzene, paint thinner, or any
other flammable substances.

B If the scanner makes strange noises, or gives off smoke, heat, or
strange odors, or the scanner does not function or other
abnormalities occur when you use the machine, immediately turn
OFF the power, and disconnect the power plug from the power
outlet.

W Do not drop the scanner, or subject it to impact or strong shock.

H Do not install the scanner in a humid or dusty location. Doing so
might cause a fire or electric shock.

H Do not place objects on top of the scanner. Such objects may tip or
fall over, resulting in personal injury.

H Connect only to a power outlet of the rated voltage and power
supply frequency (120 V, 60 Hz or 220-240 V, 50/60 Hz depending
on your region). Doing so might cause a fire or electric shock.

B When unplugging the power cord, grasp it firmly by its plug. Do not
pull directly on the power cord, as this may damage or expose the
cord’s internal wiring, resulting in a fire or electric shock.

B Leave sufficient space around the power plug so that it can be
unplugged easily. If objects are placed around the power plug, you
will be unable to unplug it in an emergency.

M Do not allow water or flammable substances (alcohol, paint thinner,
benzene, etc.) to spill into the scanner, as this may result in a fire or
electric shock.

M Be careful when loading paper into the scanner and when removing
jammed paper, as it is possible to cut your hand on the edge of a
sheet of paper.

Disposal

When disposing of this scanner, be sure to follow all local ordinances
and laws or consult with the retailer who sold you the scanner. Before
disposal, refer to “Initializing All Settings” (See p. 85) or “Resetting
Settings to the Factory Default State (Performing a Factory Reset)”
(See p. 86) to erase the data inside the scanner.

When sending the scanner for repairs

When a request is made for repairs, the scanner needs to be sent to
the specified address. When sending the scanner, use the packing
box in which it came. Firmly secure the scanner with packaging
material when you place it in the packing box.

About wireless communications
features

* The product must not be used outdoors.

* The frequency band used by the product is the 2.4 GHz or 5 GHz
band.

This device incorporates wireless communication functions. The radio

waves used for wireless communication functions can affect medical

and other devices, which could cause serious accidents. Do not use
the wireless communication functions in the following conditions.

* Do not use the wireless communication functions if you have a heart
pacemaker. The radio waves may affect pacemaker operation.

* Do not use the wireless communication functions near persons
using medical devices like heart pacemakers. The radio waves may
affect pacemaker and similar devices’ operation. Contact the
appropriate medical institution before use.

* Do not use the wireless communication functions inside medical
institutions such as hospitals, or near electronic medical equipment.
The radio waves may affect electronic medical equipment. Consult
with any medical institution before using it inside their facilities.

* Do not use the wireless communication functions inside aircraft. The
radio waves may affect precision equipment in the aircraft, and could
cause a malfunction resulting in serious accident.

The communication speed is a representation of the standard

communication speed and does not indicate the actual

communication speed. The actual communication speed will vary

depending on the environment in which the customer uses the

scanner. In addition, communication may become impossible or the

communication speed may slow down in the following operating

environments.

¢ The distance between the scanner and the wireless access point/
router is extremely far.

* The scanner is being used near a device (such as a microwave
oven) that may be causing radio interference.

Precautions when using the 5 GHz

frequency band

When the frequency band used by this equipment is W53 (52 to 64
channels) or W56 (100 to 140 channels) in the 5 GHz band,
communication for W53 or W56 will be disconnected temporarily
when a DFS (Dynamic Frequency Selection) function of a wireless
access point is activated.

If the DFS function causes the wireless access point to reboot, all
communications other than W53 or W56 will also be disconnected
temporarily.

The labels show the standard and the frequency bands used W52 (36
to 48 channels), W53 (52 to 64 channels), and W56 (100 to 140
channels).

Precautions regarding security

This important matter concerns customer rights (privacy protection).

If you do not take security measures, or if security problems occur due
to unavoidable circumstances in the specifications of a wireless LAN,
we will not be liable for any damages caused by such problems.

Limitations on use of the product

To use the product in applications that require high reliability and
safety in terms of function and accuracy, such as devices directly
related to the operation of aircraft, trains, ships, automobiles, etc.,
disaster prevention/crime prevention devices, and various safety
devices, etc., consider the safety design of the entire system,
including fail-safe design and redundancy design measures to
maintain the reliability and safety of the entire system in which the
product is to be used. The product is not intended for use in aerospace
equipment, trunk line communications equipment, nuclear power
control equipment, medical equipment, or other applications that
require extremely high reliability and safety, so the customer must
judge for themselves after fully confirming the suitability of the product
for such applications.

Precautions regarding administrator

passwords

An administrator password can be set to prevent unauthorized third
parties from accessing or changing the main unit settings or network
settings stored in the product, while it is connected to a network.
Once an administrator password is set, the password must be entered
to change settings using the Web Menu or touch panel.

An administrator password is initially set on the scanner, but any
password can be set.

About the radio waves

This device operates in the 2.4 GHz frequency band (2.400 to 2.4835
GHz). Other users of these frequencies include products such as
microwave ovens, scientific and medical devices, similar Wi-Fi
stations, wireless intercom radio equipment for mobile device
identification used in industrial production lines (requiring licensing),
specific low-power radio stations that do not require licenses, amateur
radio stations and others (all afterwards called “other stations”). When
using, be aware of the following.

1. Before using this device, check whether other stations are
operating.

2. If radio frequency interference occurs between this device and
other stations, immediately relocate the device or stop using it (stop
transmitting).

After stopping, consult with your retailer or with our sales staff
regarding measures to avoid interference (e.g., partitioned
installation).

3. Otherwise, if troubles occur from radio frequency interference by
this device to other stations, consult with your retailer or our sales
staff.

Features of the Scanner

The main features of the scanner are described below.

Scanner Features

@ CaptureOnTouch Lite Web Function Ready to Use Right Out of
the Box
General document scanners require the installation of scanner
drivers and scanning applications on your computer before use.
The DR-S350NW has software installed in the scanner itself and is
equipped with the CaptureOnTouch Lite Web function, which allows
you to scan without installing any applications on your computer or
smart device.
Just connect the scanner to the same network as that of your
computer or smart device, and you can start scanning immediately
without installing anything. It allows easy scanning in new work
styles, including branch offices, business trips, and coworking
spaces.

@ Variety of Connection Modes
Depending on your environment, USB, wired LAN, and Wi-Fi
connections are available. USB 3.2 Gen1x1/USB2.0 is supported.

® Touch Panel Allowing for Intuitive Operation
It has a touch panel that allows for intuitive operation and clearly
shows solutions in case of errors.

® Registration of Scan Settings in the Scanner
You can register frequently used scan/destination settings in the
scanner. Even without a computer or smart device, you can
complete everything from scanning to transmission.
Even with registered jobs, you can temporarily change the settings
and scan.
Even with jobs that normally scan in monochrome, you can perform
operations flexibly, such as scanning in color only when there are
color pen entries and turning OFF ultrasonic double feed detection
only when an envelope is mixed in the batch of documents.

® Check Images before Transmitting

When scanning with a job registered in the scanner, the scanned
image can be checked on the touch panel before transmission.

You can restrict non-administrator users from changing settings.
You can set whether to restrict users for each function.

You can scan a wide range of document types, from small sizes like
business cards and receipts to A4-sized documents, passports,
long documents, and cards. In addition, when using “Folio mode”,
you can scan documents up to a maximum size of A2. It also
supports long documents, allowing you to scan documents up to a
maximum of 5,588 mm (220 inches).

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Detection Functions

When enabled in the CaptureOnTouch or scanner driver settings,
this function detects the content of documents and determines the
scanning resolution automatically. It can optimize the file size.

Automatically detects whether scanned documents are color,
grayscale, or black and white.
@ Paper Size Detection

Detects the size of the scanned document and creates an image

without margins.

@ Content Skew Correction

Even if the print on the document is skewed, it is corrected to be

straight.

® Character Emphasis
You can adjust the thickness of characters and lines, improving the
OCR processing accuracy for characters with thin lines.

@ Ultrasonic Double Feed Detection
The scanner stops feeding when the ultrasonic sensor detects that
two or more document pages are feeding at the same time.

@ Text Orientation Detection

The text orientation on each page is detected, and the scanned

image is rotated in 90-degree increments as necessary for

normalization.
@ Text Enhancement Modes

The scanner is equipped with three functions to improve the

visibility and OCR processing accuracy of documents with low

character visibility.

» Advanced Text Enhancement mode Windows { : Makes
documents with a dark background or uneven background easier
to read.

* Advanced Text Enhancement Il mode: Makes it easier to read
characters on documents with a uniform background and faint
characters and background.

¢ Active Threshold mode: Can batch process various types of
documents, such as documents with faint characters or stains, at
once.
* These modes may not work, depending on the type of document.

Image Processing Functions

@ Color Emphasis Function
Creates a black and white or grayscale image that emphasizes a
specific color (red, blue, or green) or a chromatic color.

By selecting the Long Document mode and setting the [Page Size]
on the scanner driver settings screen to Auto-detection, documents
of up to 5,588 mm (220") in length can be scanned. Note the following
when the Long Document mode is set.

* When scanning in the Long Document mode, if the document is
placed on the scanner in a skewed position, it may hit the edges of
the feeding area and be damaged. Be careful that the document
does not skew.

* When scanning with the Long Document mode, paper jam
detection may be delayed, resulting in damage to the document. Be
careful to avoid paper jams.

® When scanning long documents, make sure to set the feed
selection lever to non-separation feed, and scan the documents
one at a time.

e Scanning large-sized documents with the Long Document mode
may take a long time. Also, errors may occur due to memory
shortage, and scanning may be disabled.

® When scanning documents with [Long Document Mode (3000
mm)] or [Long Document Mode (5588 mm)] selected on the [Long
Document Mode] tab, the image may not be scanned completely if
400 dpi or 600 dpi is selected, or if [Color] is selected for [Color
mode] and [Duplex] is selected for [Scanning Side]. If this happens,
